Register your copy of eWorkflow

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5. Creating the eWorkflow Database

Once the application has been installed on the web server, the eWorkflow
database must be created on the database server (DB Server). No configuration
is necessary in the section, only an empty database.

For this example, we will create an empty database in MS SQL Server 2005:

1 In SQL Server Management Stdio, right -click the Databases node in the Object
Explorer and select New Database... from the pop -up menu.

Upon saving the server settings, a new screen is opened with two tabs: To Be
Processed and Already Processed.

6.1. To Be Processed

The To Be Processed tab contains scripts that need to be processed in the
eWorkflow database. The installation puts a script in place to create the
workflow tables and entries required by eWorkflow. This script is usually called
0OBase Script.sqléo.

The tab displays a list of script files to be processed at the top and the
individual queries contained in the file at the bottom.

1 If there is more than one script that needs to be processed, selecting the
relevant script file (by clicking on it) will cause the queries in it to be displayed
at the bottom.

f To continue the database setup for wor kfl ow
grid at the top of the screen (if it is not already selected) and click the execute

button () in the middle of the screen to execute the queries listed.
Once completed the Status column in the bottom grid will contain the results of

each indivi déxeealion. Review theeStatus column to see whether
any errors occurred while executing the queries.
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
